P-Point- Answer the question in a full sentence 

E- Evidence- Use a quote from the text 

E- Explain- Explain what the quote means 

 

Writing paper (creative writing): 

● You will be given time to plan your creative writing one lesson 

before the test. 

● Look back over AW1 and AW2 feedback to see what areas you 

need to focus on to improve marks for his assessment. 

● You get marked on how engaging your writing is- your writing 

should have language features in it (similes, metaphors etc.)  



● You will be marked on your spelling, punctuation, and 

grammar. Remember to read over your work at the end of the 

test so that you don’t make easy mistakes.
